Information from the PDGA to Tournament Directors about Disc Golf Live video magazine

The PDGA would like to be sure all of our TDs and Event Teams know about Disc Golf Live video magazine, a PDGA-supported initiative bringing our sport to television audiences across the country.  DGL offers unique opportunities to publicize your events and help grow public awareness of our sport.  Here are a few details about DGL and some ways your team members can get involved:

Disc Golf Live is created for broadcast on local community or public access TV stations found in many municipalities across the country.  At most stations, local residents can submit programs for broadcast, and with little effort, viewers will begin to see disc golf on TV and public awareness will grow.  Program DVDs (or downloads) are provided at no cost directly to stations or to a local resident who submits the show.  Check your local cable offerings to see if you have a station in town or nearby, and contact them to find out what it takes to submit a show for broadcast.  DGL is happy to add any station, large or small, to their broadcast DVD mailing list.      

Disc Golf Live episodes combine in-house produced material with stories submitted by members of our community, so your team can submit a segment.  Topics include tournament coverage, player profiles, throwing tips, and course tours.  The DGL crew encourages PDGA event directors to submit material for broadcast, with priority being given to higher-tier events.  Typically, stories are best scheduled to provide pre-event publicity, so footage from one year's event will be used to promote an event the following season.  This allows ample time for your team to craft a great story about your corner of the disc golfing world.    

Video production and working with local TV stations can be daunting at first, so contact DGL with any questions.  They will help you negotiate confusing station guidelines, arrange downloads, and clarify any questions about content and story planning.  DGL can accommodate a variety of video formats and encourages creative folks within our community to add their voices to the mix.  Episodes are being planned well in advance, so keep DGL posted on your video production plans so time can be set aside as necessary.  

To broaden the impact of video projects, Disc Golf Live is available on Youtube, so disc golfers who do not have local access TV can keep up with the shows.  Online viewings, combined with the millions of households receiving DGL broadcasts locally, make DGL a perfect vehicle for publicizing disc golf both to a general audience and our established players.  Whether you can arrange broadcasts locally, and/or motivate someone on your end to put together a story for the show, DGL welcomes your participation as we pursue the goal of bringing DG to TV, one community at a time.
